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Anatomical Update: ENT Surgeons View

Successful endoscopic nasal surgery (ENS) is highly dependent on the
proper understanding of sino-nasal anatomy in health and disease.

Nasal endoscopy provides the ability to accurately assess endoscopic
anatomy of these areas for evidence of localized disease, or for anatomic
defects. Cadaver dissection of the nose and anterior skull base is an
absolute prerequisite for proper and safe endoscopic nasal surgery.

The complex nature of the ostiomeatal area highlights the need for
landmarks; the uncinate process relations here are the main landmarks.

The key landmarks in endoscopic sino-nasal surgery for large sinuses are
the nasal turbinates especially the middle and superior ones.

The anatomical basis of technigues of ENS is highlighted for each sinus.
